 The idea of Bhakti is present in the Bhagavad Gita , a sacred book of the Hindus 

 According to Bhakti if a devote worships the chosen deity with a pure heart , the 

deity will appear in the form in which he or she may desire.

Meaning of Bhakti 

 Comes from a Sanskrit term bhaj 

 This suggests a very intimate relationship between – the devotee and the deity 

 Deties were placed in special homes called temples 

 The word Hindu was derived from river Indus.
